3. Minutes of the last meeting: agreed.

4. Neighbourhood Plans (NPs)– Presentation by Clodagh McGuirk and Q&A

i) Introduced by Localism Act 2011
ii) First steps: 
1. Choose an area – need to justify, have development sites and be pro-growth. Should consult to see where people identify with
2. Submit Neighbourhood Forum (NF) >21 members who live or work in the defined area. Should be representative of the area and have written constitution.
3. 6 week formal consultation on the two items above, then Cabinet decides whether to designate the area and/or forum 
4. Prepare a plan – consult widely and be representative of opinion
iii) People stressed that Haringey and residents need to carry on taking action on current issues whilst any NP is being undertaken
iv)  Highgate NP covers a large area, has 50 members of the NF and 7 sub-committees, but don’t have to be that ambitious. Timsecale: 2 years from start to finish
v) Need to engage all the community, including shopkeepers and landlords in the process, would need to be wider than the MRSG, Step group or current BPCA membership. This would be a lot of work for a NF of volunteers.
vi) Limits of area discussed: whether good idea to include Commerce Road, Enfield parts of Bowes Park, Bounds Green tube area and Green Lanes. But better if big enough area to have development sites and enough interested people.
vii) Are there any alternatives? Council feels it lacks resources to produce its own Supplimentary Planning Guidance, but there is a draft one for Myddleton Road. RS to circulate.
viii) The Neighbourhood Plan must set out land use policies and be broadly in line with national, regional and council policies, but can be much wider, as Highgate are doing.
ix) Haringey can give access to previous report and studies etc – Local policy framework, retail capacity study, census data etc.
x) Grants and help are available – Prince’s Foundation, Planning Aid London, My Community Rights Network.
xi) Finally, once the NP is produced, it “examined” and then put to a local referendum.
xii) The policies are then implemented and the NF receives 25% of any Community Infrastructure Levy received by Haringey in the area for buildings > 120m2. 
xiii) CMcG to email out her presentation and DC to publish on web.
