2. Minutes of the last meeting: agreed.

3. HMOs
i) Bounds Green ward now has Article 4 designation – stronger powers for HMOs with <6 units with unrelated people. Also flats that do not comply with the 1991 Building Regs need to be registered
ii) Issues: Small flats & studios, lack of natural light, antisocial behaviour
iii) Minimum sizes: 
Kitchen in room: 13m2 for 1 person, 20m2 for 2 people
Separate Kitchen: 10m2 for 1 person, 15m2 for 2 people
iv) Resourcing: 14 staff  for borough to deal with licensing, complaints and condition
v) Housing Health and Safety Rating Scheme (HHSRS). Can be used to force landlords to upgrade flats, but landlords often force tenants out before inspections
vi) Lack of natural light: Can be a significant factor in HHRS, especially if it is an issue for the tenant
vii) Conclusion: MRSG to send details of concerning addresses to SR.

4. English Heritage update
Consultants/architect currently being appointed. SK tabled draft 42 week programme. Architect is John Knepler. SK should have firmer programme by next meeting.

5. Gym & Market
